   Here at the Chamber we have been working diligently on several key redevel-

opment initiatives which are in varying stages of fulfillment.  A pending acquisi-

tion of the Rexnord facility is going to be a vital program which will serve to se-

cure dozens of  solid, family-sustaining wage jobs in Warren County, offers sig-

nificant potential to increase employment levels in the future and returns a sig-

nificant manufacturing facility to productive use.  The recent acquisition of G.G. 

Greene Enterprises property on the West End of the City of Warren will also 

provide for positive redevelopment of the location for new job creation as well as 

community redevelopment and enhancement. 

 

   Several similar projects are underway, all with a purposeful focus on enhanc-

ing employment opportunities within Warren County. 

 

   Additionally, the combined efforts of the Warren County Visitors Bureau and 

Council on Tourism will cause the level of tourism based activities throughout 

Warren County to be significantly improved throughout the course of 2010 and 

beyond.  This increase in tourism traffic is crucial to our ability as a community 

to maintain and grow the service and hospitality sector of our local economy as 

well as to enhance the quality of life for all residents of the county. 

 

   The development of the Dual Enrollment program in collaboration with the 

Warren County School District and St. Bonaventure University holds the poten-

tial to redefine our ability to recruit new employers and employees to our com-

munity. 

 

   The success of each of these initiatives hinges on our ability as a community to 

work collaboratively in developing systems throughout the county which are 

mutually supportive, highly efficient and properly focused on community as op-

posed to agency growth.
